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Media Access Mobile
("MAM")

What is MAM?

MAM (Media Access Mobile) is a software suite designed to make it easy for organizations to implement closed captions, foreign language subtitles, and even video description on mobile devices. MAM supports streamed captions and subtitles in multiple languages, and video descriptions provided by recorded human voices or synthesized speech (via device-resident text-to-speech software). For movie theaters, MAM also can feed Rear Window Captioning (RWC) displays and Doremi’s Captiview personal caption display - and all of these platforms can be fed simultaneously.
What hardware/software is required for MAM?

· An affordable Windows PC (as minimal as a $260 Acer Netbook)

· A dedicated Wi-Fi network (wireless router/transmitter)

· MAM software suite

· Caption and description files from WGBH’s Media Access Group

· A media source, such as time-code based digital video from a server or a DVD player capable of reading and outputting time code (including certain Pioneer or Oppo models)

What does MAM offer my organization?

MAM can support synchronization from any commercially available DVD or original content on DVD or placed on a web server. WGBH can create captions, subtitles and video description data, which is then run on MAM separately. If your installation commonly plays back professionally mastered media with time code, MAM can read that SMPTE time code. MAM can also be run in “manual mode,” when no time code or other synchronizing signal is available. In this case, the operator can start caption playback manually and MAM then plays back in “relative” sync. Additionally, MAM can ingest live captions (generated by stenocaptioners) and display them on mobile devices, stream them to the web or output them to a Rear Window display.
